London Woodland Grant Scheme

Conditions of Grant

General

1. The conditions set out below apply to all offers of grant made by the London Woodland Grant Scheme.

2. The offer is made on the condition that no payment will be made for works completed before the grant offer has been confirmed in writing, unless otherwise agreed.

3. All projects should conform to the plans and specifications agreed by the appraisal committee.

4. The applicant shall ensure that works and activities conform to any relevant statutory obligations, planning consents etc. and with the agreement of private landowners where appropriate.

5. In carrying out the project the applicant will act as principle and not as an agent to the London Woodland Grant Scheme.

Appointment of Contractors

1. The London Woodland Grant Scheme will normally require applicants to obtain quotes from three contractors for works over £5,000.

2. For works over £10,000 contractors should be appointed through competition, complying with all relevant domestic and European legislation.

Project Monitoring

1. The applicant is responsible for monitoring the quality and costs of the project and for informing the LWGS of any changes including:-

· Changes to the timescale specified in the grant application.

· Changes to the total cost of the project set out in the application.

· Changes to the project funding, including funding from other bodies.

2. All changes must be agreed in writing with the LWGS and may result in the offer being revised.

3. Where monitoring reports and evidence of completion are required, these must be completed in the form provided and sent to the LWGS by the set date.

4. The payment of grant may be delayed if monitoring reports have not been received by the set date.

5. Any person authorised by the LWGS shall be entitled to inspect the project and any records or accounts relating to them at any reasonable time.

Maintenance of Works

1. Unless otherwise agreed with the LWGS, the applicant will be responsible for maintaining or making arrangements for maintenance and or replacements to a satisfactory standard for a minimum period of three years.

2. If maintenance falls below a satisfactory standard (75% establishment rate) and is not made up, Groundwork East London will reclaim a relevant portion of the grant.

Publicity

1. The LWGS reserves the right to use any information on projects receiving grant assistance in any future promotion.

2. The applicant must ensure that the LWGS is given due credit in any publicity relating to the project.

3. The applicant must obtain approval from the LWGS for any press release, articles or interviews relating to the project.

4. Where requested, a visible acknowledgement of the LWGS must be in place as the work commences.

Payment

1. The offer letter sets out the documentation required before a grant can be paid, once a properly completed and certified claim has been received, payment will normally be made within 28 days.

2. All financial and contractual arrangements are made between Groundwork East London and the applicant.

3. If your claim is incomplete you will be informed within 10 working days.

4. Grants will be paid by cheque or money order. 

5. It is the responsibility of the applicant to assess liability for Value Added Tax.  Groundwork East London is not responsible for unpaid VAT.

When Grants May Not Be Paid

1. When the applicant fails to complete the project or conform to the conditions of the grant.

2. When the applicant ceases to operate or is declared bankrupt or placed into receivership or liquidation.

3. If the application was completed fraudulently, incorrectly or was intentionally misleading.

4. If the applicant has acted fraudulently or negligently in any aspect of the project.
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
